- Economy of the country (0.5 diém)

of tourism to host destinations. Tourism boosts the revenue of the economy, creates thousands
of jobs, develops the infrastructures of a country, and plants a sense of cultural exchange
between foreigners and citizens.
An economy encompasses all activity related to production, consumption, and trade of goods
and services in an area. The economy of a particular region or country is governed by its culture,
laws, history, and geography, among other factors, and it evolves due to the choices and actions
of the participants.

- Historical or Culture of Destinations (1 diém)
Culture in its many forms and expressions functions as tourist sites and attractions, which can
be both educational as well as entertaining to visitors. Among the most direct and tangible
expressions of culture are the local patrimonies which are often specific to a particular country,
community or social grouping.
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There are also many examples of histories of cultural developments like music, art, literature,
and ideas, that could be counted as cultural history defined broadly. For instance, Jacob
Burckhardt's Civilization of the Renaissance in Italy (1860) is often considered a founding work
of modern art history.
