Simulation scenario: The group will participate in a project to develop a software product

(choose one from the list provided by the instructor). The group will experience the

requirements gathering phase of this project, applying all the theoretical knowledge

learned in this course to build the software requirements specification document.

Each group will choose one of the following topics and fill out the registration form for

the instructor.

e Topic 1: The "Thai Thai" restaurant chain currently has 7 branches and needs to build
a website to serve the table booking needs of customers, as well as manage orders at
each specific branch. The restaurant requires the website to be integrated with ZaloOA
to send notifications to customers.

e Topic 2: The Skyview Building Management Office currently manages 100 rental
offices. They need a system to record and manage the registration, check-in, and
check-out process of companies renting offices in the building to ensure security. The
system should allow authentication via QR code, send notifications to the receptionist
of the company when their client has arrived, and enable video calls if necessary for
the company receptionist to verify the client at the check-in desk in the building lobby.
